On Monday 22" December, the plan is to have our annual Christmas service for the
secondary students of TCSoA at the Parish Church in Auchterarder.

As part of the service, we plan to highlight the work of a Scottish organisation called
‘Blythswood.’ Every year they organise a ‘shoebox appeal’ for underprivileged people in
Eastern Europe. Last year they sent over 85,000 shoeboxes to eight different countries —
Albania, Bulgaria, Hungary, Kosovo, Moldova, Romania, Serbia and Ukraine.

Each box is different, each one personal, each one an expression of your care and kindness
towards a stranger in need.

Filled with small, practical items such as toiletries, stationery, and clothing, the individually
wrapped boxes have been distributed in schools, hospitals, orphanages and care homes,
and to households in very low-income communities. Many have gone to people affected by
the war in Ukraine.
